On either side of cour-
age, go audacity and timidity; on either side of of good sense - artfulness and senselessness
(tactlessness); on either side of chastity go intemperance and lack of sensibility; on either side of right-
eousness being over-exacting and unrighteousness. Along the middle way, between them, proceed not
only the original virtues which are beyond all excess or defect, but also individual good deeds. Those in
the center are moved by the will for good within a righteous heart; the others (those on the side) by de-
pravity and conceit.
